LAKE TOWNSHIP FIRE DEPARTMENT

Dave Russo & Bob Watkins from Lake Township
Fire Department presented to the Rotary Club of
Houghton Lake on August 9, 2004.

Dave & Bob informed us that the Lake Township
Fire Department was recently reevaluated by the
ISO (Insurance Services Office). The ISO makes
periodic, routine evaluations of every department
or they will do an evaluation when major changes
have occurred within the department. Ratings of
departments go from a Class 1 (the best) to
Class 10 (unprotected). The Lake Township Fire
Department went from a rating of 9 down to a
rating of 6. In order to even be considered for a
rating of 6, the department must have specific
equipment such as a pumper and a tanker, and
certain competencies must also be met. At this
point, to achieve a rating of lower than a 6, the
Township would need hydrants with city water.
Many homeowners insurance companies use the
ISO rating as a factor in determining premiums.
The Lake Township Fire Department is working
with other departments in the area to lower their
ratings as well.

Lake Township also just recently purchased an
airboat to use for lake rescue. The airboat can
be used in all conditions, year-round. The sher-
iff's department also has an airboat, but it's diffi-
cult to serve all of the lakes in the area with just
one boat. The Fire Department’s boat will pri-
marily serve Houghton Lake, but will be available
for other lakes as well. Drivers need to be
trained before the boat will be available for use.

The airboat was purchased from a Florida manu-
facturer for $32,000. Most of the funds to pay for
the boat were raised through Ox Roasts and
Pancake Suppers. Dave & Bob reminded us that
their annual Pancake Supper will be held on Oc-
tober 6th at Coyle’s in Houghton Lake.
