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Brett Yardley, Superintendent of 
the Houghton Lake Sewer Authority, 
presented to the Rotary Club of 
Houghton Lake on September 13, 
2004.  Brett did an informational 
presentation on the sewer systems in 
the Houghton Lake area.  Approxi-
mately 30 to 50 gallons of water are 
used per person per day and the 
sewer system has to pump all of that 
water into one of three treatment fa-
cilities.  The sewer system collects  
and pumps about 700 million gallons 
of water per year.  There are 250 
miles of sewer pipe in the Houghton 
Lake area.  There are 57 lift stations 
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around the perimeter of the lake 
and the sewer water is pumped 
from lift station to lift station until it 
reaches one of the treatment fa-
cilities.  This costs approximately 
$200,000 in electricity annually.  
The three treatment facilities are 
the Markey Township facility, the 
Denton Township facility, and the 
Houghton Lake plant.  The 
Houghton Lake plant is probably 
the most studied wetland in the 
world due to its efficiency.  Only 
200 acres of the 1,500 acres of 
wetland has been affected by the 
facility.
