McManus gave a State of

Michigan budget overview in

which she explained that in

2002/2003, total revenues were

$40.9 billion and total expenses

were $42.9 billion, resulting in a

$2 billion deficit. The general fund budget, which

is the only area of the budget that is discretion-

ary, totaled $7.95 billion in fiscal year 2003. The

2004/2005 budget picture showed state spending

(general fund expenditures) at $8.7 billion for a

$1.045 billion deficit. The state legislature had to

cut $595 million in spending and generate $450

million in new revenues to balance the budget.

The spending cuts came from governor recom-

mendations such as elimination of county reve-

nue sharing, and from legislature recommenda-

tions such as administrative cuts and travel reim-

bursement cuts. New revenue sources were

identified through increases in the tobacco tax

and by implementing a Detroit casino tax. Other

revenue sources were identified as sales of sur-

plus property, escheats law changes, restricted

fund transfers, MUSTFA fund transfers, and elimi-

nation of county revenue sharing. Hopefully, the

budget for this year is balanced, however, the

same challenges will be presented when trying to

balance the budget next year. Senator McManus

believes that the solution is to bring jobs to Michi-

gan. The State of Michigan has been hit espe-
cially hard by job losses.

The Senate Republicans have written a
proposal called JOBS package. This package is
designed to stimulate economic and job growth in
Michigan. The JOBS package creates a busi-
ness-friendly atmosphere to encourage outside
investment, it stimulates growth by offering re-
sponsible tax incentives, and it encourages and
helps start-up entrepreneurs through the first five
years which are the most difficult.
