You no longer can count on the "float" of 
writing a check and then having several days to 
make sure the money is in the checking account 
to cover it. You must start treating paper checks 
the same as a Debit Card where the funds are 
immediately withdrawn from your account. The 
banks expect to save billions of dollars over the 
next few years. 
 
 
Ross Childs of the Traverse City Noon Rotary 
Club (and 2003-2004 6290 District Governor) 
brought in a Segway Human Transporter that is 
being raffled off to raise funds for the 6290 Dis-
trict Conference Fund. Designed as an extension 
of your body, the Segway HT moves in response 
to your natural motions while an advanced sys-
tem of gyroscopes, microprocessors and electric 
motors keeps you balanced continuously. You 
move by leaning forward or backward with a han-
dlebar turning control. The battery powered Seg-
way can reach speeds of 14 mph and can travel 
nearly 15 miles on one charge. The district is 
hoping that each club would purchase 20 tickets.

and the drawing is 
Tuesday, Nov. 
23rd. The Segway 
retails for $4,500.
