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RIVERHOUSE SHELTER

Mari from Riverhouse Shelter presented to the
Rotary Club of Houghton Lake on December 13,
2004. Mari shared the mission of the shelter with
us, which is “To provide safety and empowerment
to survivors of domestic and sexual violence and
to the homeless in Crawford, Ogemaw, Oscoda
and Roscommon counties”.  Their services in-
clude: Emergency shelter, crisis line, individ-
ual/group counseling, sexual violence services,
alternative to abuse program, children’s services,
and community education.

Mari showed pictures of the new emergency shel-
ter that was finished last March. The new shelter
has 6 large bedrooms, 3 bathrooms, a living
room, kid's play area, dining room, offices,
kitchen, conference room, and a lobby area that
is open from 8:00 a.m.—4:00 p.m. for walk-ins.
There are 24 beds in the new facility and they
have had up to 29 women and children staying at
one time.

Mari also handed out the Riverhouse Shelter
2003/2004 annual report which indicates a 55%
increase in clients served from 2002/2003 to
2003/2004. Most of the revenue for Riverhouse
comes from grants—they also receive donations
and do fundraising activities. The majority of the
money is spent on counseling, support & advo-
cacy services, and the operation of the shelter.

Riverhouse is currently seeking committee mem-
bers for the fund development committee. Con-
tact Riverhouse Shelter at 989-348-3169 if you
are interested in getting involved.
