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The death toll has risen to more than 150,000 in 
the dozen or more countries hit by the devastating 
tsunami that swept ashore from the Indian Ocean on 
26 December. Rotarians around the world have re-
sponded to this tragedy with an outpouring of condo-
lences and offers of support to the victims of the disas-
ter.  

"During this time of need, many Rotarians are call-
ing Rotary International expressing their concern and 
asking how they can help," say RI President Glenn 
Estess Sr. and Rotary Foundation Trustee Chair Carlo 
Ravizza in a letter of condolence to district governors in 
countries affected by the tsunami. "We are contacting 
you to ask that you kindly provide us with information 
on any local relief efforts being undertaken by clubs 
and districts in your area so that we may share this 
information with caring Rotarians worldwide." 

In a second letter addressed to all district gover-
nors, Estess and Ravizza encourage Rotary clubs and 
districts to work with organizations such as UNICEF 
and the Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies around 
the world to meet the immediate needs of victims. 

"It is our hope that with your meaningful and rapid 
response to this appeal, you will be able to help rebuild 
the future for hundreds of thousands of innocent peo-
ple impacted by this crisis," say the RI president and 
Rotary Foundation trustee chair. 

Rotarians in the affected communities have rallied 
quickly to the aid of thousands of survivors. In Sri 
Lanka, where victims included passengers of a 
crowded train knocked off its tracks by the waves, 
many of the country's 61 Rotary clubs are involved in 
the effort, either individually or in collaboration with 
other clubs in District 3220, which has established a 
disaster committee, and with humanitarian organiza-
tions. 

"Almost all the clubs not in affected areas will be 
involved in the effort. Since most clubs are in Colombo, 
they are in a very good position to help out," says 
Mario Perumal, president of the Rotary Club of Co-
lombo Regency, which has set up teams to provide 
information and to collect and distribute relief. "In addi-
tion, we have so far had tremendous response from 
Rotarians in the United States, Australia, Brazil, 
France, and Germany, as well as an Interact club in 
Canada. This is indeed heartening and gives us the
