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Michelle Walsh of Walsh Funeral
Home in Roscommon presented to
the Rotary Club of Houghton Lake on
January 17, 2005. Michelle reviewed
some changes in regulations, as well
as some general information that
everyone should know about funeral
planning, cremation, and burial.

The newest regulation is that
changes cannot be made to pre-
funded contracts after the death oc-
curs. Michelle also explained that
after a person dies, the body be-
comes the property of the next of kin.
Currently, if the body is to be cre-
mated, all next of kin must consent.
The law wants to change this to
“majority rules”. New regulations
have also increased the maximum
amount of money that can be put
away for a funeral. The national av-
erage cost of a funeral is about
$6,000, however it really depends on
overhead costs such as the casket,
whether or not there will be visitation,
etc. This does not include the cost of
flowers, an organist, etc. A direct
cremation cost is $2,000. Funeral
homes are required by law to provide
a general price list upon request.
