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Greg McMillan gave an update about
the Houghton Lake schools on Janu-
ary 24, 2005. The Governor is still
promising the full $6,700 per student,
but this has not yet been received.
Even the full $6,700 per student allo-
cation will not cover the rising cost of
benefits, retirement, energy, and
salaries. There is a need to update
the facilities. The buildings are old
and are literally falling apart. At least
five buses need to be replaced this
year, and there is a need for updated
technology. With all of these addi-
tional expenses, the fund balance
will be almost depleted at the end of
this year. The board has done a
needs assessment, hired an archi-
tect, and is putting together a pro-
posal.

On another note, Greg announced
that there are two board seats open
and the only qualification is to care
about kids. No prior experience nec-
essary! Watch the local papers for
information about how to run for the
school board.
