Bev Budzinski from the Houghton Lake High
School Transitions program presented to the
Rotary Club of Houghton Lake on April 18,
2005.

Bev has been coordinating the program for
five years now and she says the biggest change
she has seen over the years is that the kids are
now setting goals for themselves. Bev de-
scribes the program as extended job shadowing.
The kids get work experience with one of the
community partners that Bev has set up, as well
as classroom training at school. The kids re-
ceive no pay for the work, but they do get high
school credit. However, many of the kids in the
program this year have already been offered
summer employment by their community part-
ner.

At the beginning of this year, 36 kids were
signed up, but budget cuts have taken the num-
ber down to 17. There were 10 kids signed up
in the first year of the program. The biggest
expense is transportation.

Bev thanked the community for their support
of the program in employing the kids. Several of
the community partners are Rotarians.
