Currently, only 8% of Michigan’s popula-
tion is registered on the Gift of Life Donor
Registry. First Person Consent Legislation
was passed in Michigan during the summer of
2003. This law now specifies that an ana-

tomical gift, indicated on a donor registry
card, is not revocable after the death of the
donor, making the donor’'s wishes paramount.
First Person Consent increases the impor-
tance of the Donor Registry, because upon
every hospital death, Gift of Life Michigan is
notified. Having a donor registry card on file
ensures that your decision to become a donor
is carried out.

Signing the back of your driver’s license is
not enough. The Gift of Life Donor Registry is
the only document that is accessed at the
time of death regarding organ and tissue do-
nation. In most cases the driver's license is
never located to determine a person’s desire
to become a donor.
